W
ith our 10th edition of St. Camillus M. Hospital health annual statistics, we present to you our activities, achievements, challenges and future plans as we continue to strive to provide quality, reliable and affordable health services to our fellow brothers and sisters. 

With sincerity and faithfulness, I want to thank God for the financial, material, physical and psychological contributions from various corporations and individuals. Accept my appreciations for your partnership, selfless support and contributions including free Coartem, capacity building and staff from the Government. We extend our hands of gratitude to our esteemed Camillian Order for supporting us in the past year and ever since our inauguration. We remain greatly indebted for your support in kind and deed which made it possible to offer our services to the sick and needy. 

I want to acknowledge all staffs who undertook their duties & responsibilities seriously, by working willingly and enthusiastically in various departments. You are appreciated for a job well done. Your contributions in running the Hospital were not only crucial and necessary but also optimized our commitment in serving the sick.

Some spheres of hospital activities registered commendable improvement especially our OPD where visits almost doubled from last year 3,408 to 6,369 this year. There was also marked improvement in clinic attendance for both ante-natal and children welfare from 2,790 last year to 3,024 this year. Deliveries went up considerably from 193 to 236 while the death rate plunged to 221this year from 311of last year. On the other hand, operations both major & minor, laboratory tests, x-rays and ultra sounds all went down noticeably compared to last year. 

The ART project has continued to flourish and is running four mobile clinics successfully. Their monthly targets for new enrolment and commencing of drugs were achieved and in most cases surpassed. 48 patient support groups have been formed and this has enabled effective client follow-up hence reducing default rate tremendously. The project has moved to a new building with enough space and now patients can be treated with a lot of privacy and confidentiality.  

PMTCT programme does mobile clinics twice a month making defaulter tracing easy and reducing child HIV transmission rate. With support from TBAs in the villages, the project was able to capture a higher number of ante-natal mothers and children under 5. 

Our VCT centre has realised tremendous increase in all categories of clients compared to last year recording the highest monthly turnout as compared to other centres within Migori district

HAPPEN project under the Catholic Diocese of Homabay strives to strengthen and enhance strategic HIV/AIDS prevention & protection interventions through empowerment of youth in & out of schools and in structured groups within the community. 

AWAKE project has successfully undertaken training of youth and their teachers in schools giving the youth life skills to encourage behaviour change especially to girls who are more vulnerable. 

HOPE & LIFE project has empowered PLWHA by providing updated information on HIV/AIDS. They have formed a post-test club for sharing their experiences through counselling thereby reducing stigma & discrimination while at the same time accepting their status. To the community they remind them that “if you judge and stigmatise PLWHA, you will have no time to love them”

WORLD AIDS DAY 2006: St. Camillus Mission adopted the world AIDS campaign’s theme “Stop AIDS, Keep the promise, Focus on Accountability”. This sounds a decree to Karungu community and the world at large that all individuals must remain committed and accountable to every decision they make at all levels: individual, family or community. The theme also demonstrates an appeal to governments and policy makers to ensure that they meet the targets they have agreed to in the fight against HIV/AIDS. 

Looking into the future, I am optimistic that the spirit of partnership will continue to thrive; together we shall alleviate the human suffering. Once again, May the Almighty God Bless you all.
