W
ith our 12th edition of St. Camillus M. Hospital annual health statistics 2009, we present our activities, achievements, challenges and future plans as we continue to strive to provide quality, reliable and affordable health services to our fellow brothers and sisters. 

We extend our hands of gratitude to our esteemed Camillian Order for supporting us in the past year and ever since our inauguration. We remain greatly indebted for your support in kind and in deed which made it possible to offer our services to the sick and needy. 

With sincerity and faithfulness, I want to thank God for the financial, material, physical and psychological contributions from various corporations and individuals. Accept my appreciations for your partnership, selfless support and contributions including free drugs and test kits, vaccines, supervision and capacity building from the Government of Kenya. We had staff training by APHIA II Nyanza and CMMB supported the hospital with volunteer nurses and a Doctor. NHIF also undertook supervision of the hospital to ensure quality and high standards of services are maintained to our patients always. 

We are also glad to point out that the Italian Government through the MAE Project is constructing a new maternity wing and a theatre which will be operational starting April 2010. MAE has also provided support for outreach clinics and NHIF card registration to the aged, poor and sick within Karungu community.

I want to acknowledge all staffs who undertook their duties & responsibilities seriously, by working willingly and enthusiastically in various departments. You are appreciated for a job well done. Your contributions in running the Hospital were not only crucial and necessary but also optimized our commitment in serving the sick. 

Different Hospital departments registered commendable improvement in the number of clients especially the Out Patient Department attendance, ante-natal and CWC clinic attendance, VCT, laboratory tests and Ultra sounds carried out.  On the other hand there was a slight drop in the in patient attendance and number of in-patient days, number of operations both major and minor, deliveries also went down this year and the death rate also went down.  

This year, the ART project enlarged its enrolment base by enrolling clients at the mobile clinics thus managing to enrol 1250 new clients on care with an average of 104 clients per month and initiated 574 new clients on ARVs with an average of 49 clients per month. The number of visits to the mobile clinics was also increased form 8 to 11 times in a month. A satellite clinic was opened at Mirogi dispensary which boosted the enrolment scale up. 

For the year 2009, PMTCT services were successful as most of the HIV positive mothers gave birth to HIV negative babies. Ante-natal mothers attending the clinic increased as the whole ANC profile was free of charge. Most mothers accepted counselling and testing and thus stigma on HIV/AIDS was reduced.

This year, VCT services intensified mostly in hard to reach areas which led to a remarkable influx of clients attending our services in the site. The number of clients rose from 1959 of last year to 2306 this year and the HIV prevalence rate dropped from 45% last year to 30.3% this year. 

By the promotion of health, the treatment of disease and the relief of pain, we co-operate in the work of God the Creator, we glorify God in the human body and express our faith in the resurrection.
